TheNorthern Bushido School of
Martial Arts offers classes on
Monday and Wednesday evenings
for juniors, intermediates and adults.

The school's objective is to promote the development of martial arts skills,
and to encourage the student's personal growth, self-confidence, sense of
honour, and respect.

Northern Bushido School of Martial Arts offers training in Japanese and
Korean-influenced Karate, Ju Jitsu, Ken Jitsu (samurai swordsmanship), and
other weapons training (sai and bo staff), using replica weaponry. The school
also plans to offer seminars in self-defense for women.

The instructor is Sensei Tyler Fauvelle, a fifth dan black belt in Karateu
Jitsu. Tyler began martial arts training in Whitby, Ontario in 1993. After
moving to Haileybury, he trained under Shihan Sid Snarr, a decorated WW 1l
and Korean veteran who received his training in Kurry, Japan and furthered
his skills in Korea, Australia, Britain, and the U.S. Sensei Tyler studieat o
martial arts systems in London and in Sudbury, Ontario; he has been a
tutor, and has taught martial arts programs at Cambrian College and for the
City of Greater Sudbury.

Classes are open for enrolment at any time for a low monthly fee.
