The Levack open air rink is Owned and Operated by the City of Greater Sudbury 
It is located on Levack Drive (Main Street).  The rink is open to the public all hours. The warming / 
change room is open when the City's employee is on site to supervise.   
 
The City of Greater Sudbury hired a young man from Dowling to supervise the rink this 
year.  Hopefully there will be many applicants from Levack applying for the position next year.  It 
will be posted with the City on their website, be certain to watch for the listing next fall. Andrew (the 
supervisor) has been present as often as his schedule at school will allow and can often be seen 
on the ice skating and interacting with the other skaters. His duties include; keeping the ice clear 
and area clean. Opening and closing the rink, turning the lights on at dusk, maintaining security at 
the site, etc. He is hired to work a maximum of 25 hours per week.   
  
There is a Rink Committee that has been formed, but they are looking for additional members to 
assist at the rink and other interested parties to help extend the hours of operation beyond the 25 
hours.  
 Several instances of vandalism have 
occurred, ranging from destruction of 
property within the warming hut, at-
tempts to set fires, fighting and one 
instance of vandals cutting the locks 
off of the storage unit. 
 These incidents have led members of 
the committee to only allow the warm-
ing / change room to only be open 
while there is supervision at the rink. Our goal for next season is to have local interested parents 
and kids take a greater interest and participate with the Committee to extend the hours of operation 
with the use of volunteers. 
 The ice is in great condition, come down and enjoy the rink in the next weeks before spring forces 
us to hang up our skates for another year.   
 While the majority of the experiences at the rink have been positive, there have been 
some negative incidents as well. The hope is that all residents will take ownership of the rink so it 

will be here for us all to use. Use it, Take care of it make it your own!!!
